NOTES

The ending of a verb in Spanish defines which pronoun you are referring to, so it is not always necessary to use the actual pronoun eg  Yo vivo en York    or     Vivo en York.

The “o” conjugated ending of the verb “vivir” – to live, denotes first person “I” singular of the present tense and therefore it is not always necessary to prefix the verb with “yo”.
