HOW TO ASK IF SOMEONE HAS A FAMILY:
Tienes una familia? 
HOW TO REPLY:
Si, yo tengo una familia...
 or  No, no tengo una familia.....
HOW TO ASK WHO IS IN YOUR FAMILY:
Quien es en tu familia?
HOW TO REPLY:
En mi familia, yo tengo... 
FAMILY MEMBERS:
una madre – a mother
un padre – a father
un marido – a husband
una marida – a wife
un hermano – a brother
una hermana – a sister
un nino – a boy
una nina – a girl
(uno – one, dos –two, three – tres)
dos hermanos, tres hermanas , dos ninos, tres ninas 
NOTES
All nouns in Spanish are either masculine or feminine and the majority are denoted by a regular masculine “o” ending or feminine “a” ending. The regular plural ending is to add “s” to both masculine and feminine, so for example:
un hermano, dos hermanos                                          una nina, tres ninas
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
